STORM PREPARATIONS

LISTEN TO LOCAL WEATHER ADVISORIES

Be sure you have a full tank of gas and propeprassure in your tires.

Secure doors and windows against damage from wifigiiog objects. Wedge sliding glass
doors so they do not lift off the track. Anchorspore all loose objects around the outside of the
house. Reinforce garage doors that cannot stamitéwe force winds.

Disconnect electrical appliances.

Turn off A/C unit.

Turn off hot water heater circuit breaker.

Turn off automatic lawn sprinkler systems.

Make arrangements for boat security.

Make arrangements for pets. Contact your veteandor assistance, if required.

If you have an emergency generator, read and uiatiergs use prior to an emergency. Do not
interconnect to existing house wiring.

If you have a cell phone, be sure to have an autdeoharger and/or replacement battery.
Note: Cell phone towers (except satellite phonegedd on local electrical power and may fail.
If you plan to evacuate Make Motel Reservations Earlgr have other plans for lodging that

can also include any pets you will be taking witluy

If you plan to evacuate, leave the area as soon @asssibleto avoid traffic congestion and
delays.

Persons with Special Medical Needshould assess their requirements and make necessary
arrangementg/ell in advanceof theHurricane Season (June 1 to Nov. 30).

Storm Shelter/Travel Supplies:

* Cash (ATMs may not be working) and credit cards

= Plastic trash bags

* A sharp knife and a spoon

= Extra clothes and personal items

RESIDENTS DECISION TIME!
(To Go or To Stay)

Take these points into consideration before ma&idgcision:

Mandatory Evacuation Orders from the Governor Could Be Issued (Lillian Fire
Department notify Spanish Cove community)

All hurricanes are extremely dangerous

Don’t be lulled into a false sense of security bstarm’s category number. Storms can up-
grade or downgrade in a hurry.

Hurricanes spawn tornadoes.

Manufactured Homes, especially older units, and Rvigl to be not as safe as most site-built
homes.

There areNO Authorized Shelter_structures included among tHeOASC Common
Property Buildings. POASC does not assume any responsibility orliigthor such use. The
POASC insurance carrier does not provide coveragsuch use.

Electrical power, water, telephones (landline andzell) and/or cable outages can be
expected.

Spanish Cove streets (especially Pensacola DrigeSanith Spanish Cove Drive) plus some
county roads may be impassable during and afterms

School evacuation may be necessary during schaaish&heck with your local school
administration.

The US 98 bridge across Perdido Bay may be clostébut notice.

Emergency Shelters could be opened in Elberta aleyFdepending on the Storm Category.

Residents Decision to Stay
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*

Stay indoors in the most sturdy part of your houagallway, small room, windowless room
(When storm winds are excessive)

Stay tuned to radio or TV. Have battery-operateliorar TV already tuned to station.

Storm supplies should be sufficient for at leastegk’s duration

Drinking water is MOST important. Provide one galleer person per day.

Turn refrigerator to coldest setting, fill availatdpace with bags of ice to allow food to keep
longer if there is a power failure. Ice can alsovie drinking water as it melts.

Keep telephone use to a minimum. Service may gaiany time.

Fill bathtub with water to be used in the toilatkdo flush the toilet.

Water pressure will probably fall or fail complstébr an indefinite time during and after the
storm. When water pressure is restored, continakeiné bottled water until water system has
a chance to “flush out”.

Provide for your pets

The Lillian Volunteer Fire Department and Baldwin County Sheriff's Department will
handle emergencies. Dial 911 for all emergencies.



* POASC Security will not be on site during a hurricane.
* POASC Security will resume as soon as possible afthe storm.

Residents Decision to Go

EVACUATION PROCEDURE
TRAVEL IN THE DAYLIGHT IF POSSIBLE

A test drive of the Evacuation Routes before an agal emergency is recommended for all
residents, but especially for New or Part Timers wh may not be familiar with the local
highways. Note especially any bridges or low areasibject to flooding and record the miles
between the various route changes, turn-off placesic.

POASC will establish a Command PY¥¢HEN IT IS SAFE TO DO SO!!

This Command Post will be established at the SpariisCove Office if usable, or at another
surviving building (LOOK FOR BANNER). By this time it is safe to return to our homes.

As soon as the Operations Managesr a Member of his teamarrives at the Office, aBanner
will be displayed in front of the building indicating the Post is open. From this time forward,
all local information and/or questions pertaining © Spanish Cove can be filtered through this
Post (Phone # 961-1129 Local or 1-877-795-7887 Tielee with a message). If phone is down,
residents must go to the Post for information.

North through Alabama:

Cove to US Highway 98
Note: Evacuate North (Right) on CR 99 it
Spanish Cove Bayside
* Turn West (Left) on US 98 to CR
87 (Approximately 8.7 Miles)
= Turn North (Right) on CR 87

Follow Evacuation Route Markers/Map

= Use your car radio for up-to-date information o
path of storm and traffic conditions.
Note: If the bridge on CR 99 between South
Spanish Cove Drive (Entrance 4) and Caney
Loop (Entrance 5) is flooded or otherwise
unusable, evacuation through Entrances 5
(Perdido Pines) or 6 (Land Harbor) may proce
South (Right) on CR99 to the intersection of
CR91. Turn North (Right) on CR 91 to US 98.
Turn West (Left) on US 98 to CR 87
Approximately 6 miles). Turn North (Right) on
CR 87.

North through Florida :

= Evacuation to Florida (out of Lillian) would be
East (Right) on US 98 over the Perdido Bay
Bridge.
